Some 700 Canadians were Pa1Sb~ on
1he Roll as of I January 1883. The Ro~
called for by u.S. Senate resolution, and
published in 1883, provides the certificate
numbers (key to obtaining additional infor-
mation), name of each person receiving a
pension, the reason for it, the post office
address in different countries, the monthly
pension rate, and the date of the original
allowance. Most pensions were the result of
wounds or other effects arising from service
in the US. Civil War.

compiled. There were 25 widows and eight
survivors in Ontario, 12 widows and five
survivors in Quebec, and, three widows and
one survivor in New Brunswick.

The National Archives in Washington is
custodian of the service and pension records.
The table lists particulars of the pensioners
as published. There are obvious spelling
errors of some names and places. The only
changes made were to arrange the surnames
in alphabetical order and to include provin-
cial abbreviations. They were grouped in the
original roll. The series will continue in
future issues of Anglo-Ce 1 tic Roots.

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This ahnantafel is only the tip of the iceberg. My software program
only does 10 generations, but my maternal line of descent covers 20
generations to Thomas Heigham who was born at least 655 years ago.
Because of the program limitations, and for ease of reading, generations
11 to 20 are treated as an ahnantafel of Captain Thomas Bradbury, my
ancestor number 2010.

In a person's 20th generation the ancestor number would begin with
1,048,596 and end with number 2,097,191. This is because of the
doubling factor, i.e, two parents, four grandparents, eight great grand-

Frank Miller parents and so on.
My motivation for substantial research into ancestry. is easily traced

to the intriguing stories told to me by my maternal grandmother Grace Nelson Patrick,

particularly the story of the elopement of her mother, Victoria Richardson Nelson. My

interest was spurred when she left me a treasured
book: the 1876 family history. It led me into
research at the New England Historic GS in

Boston and membership in that body.
Work on my Protestant Irish ancestors and my

Irish Palatine line was inspired by notes and diaries
left, respectively, by my maternal grandfather and
my father, each of whom made two visits to

Ireland during the early years of this century. My
daughter Lyn and I followed in their footsteps in a
1984 visit to Ireland, carrying their diaries with
us. Some of the stories have been shared with my
cousins by means of an occasional Patrick-Miller
Newsletter. I hope to share them with readers of

Anglo-Celtic Roots in forthcoming issues using

my ahnantafel as a beginning.

British Isles
Place Names
in Canada

Although there have been at least three small waves of Welsh
migration to Canada since the late 1700s, Welsh immigrants rarely
occupied specific areas of Canada to the point that they dominated the
selection of place names anywhere in the country. But there is an
interesting selection of Welsh place names across the land.

In 1835 David Owen named the principal centre of New
Brunswick's Campobello Island Welsh pool, after a town in north
central Wales. However, the post office there was called Campo Bello
in 1845. When it was changed in 1928, it was incorrectly spelled
Welchpool. It took 15 years to get it changed to Welshpool.

Chepstow, on the east side of Souris PEl, was named as early as
1845 by a settler from Chepstow in Monmouthshire. Cymbria, 20 km

Ontario has a large number of interesting Anglesea Township in Lennox and
Welsh names. Beginning with my own street Addington County, north of Kaladar, was
name, Solva Drive, and two adjacent streets, named in 1872 after Henry William Paget,
Newgale Road and Roche Place.

Madoc Township in Hastings County
was named in 1820, after Prince Madoc ad
Owainn Gwynedd, who reputedly sailed
from Wales to the Gulf of Mexico in 1170,
and thus discovered America long before
Columbus. The adjacent Tudor Township
was named two years later the House of
Tudor, which was founded by Henry VII,
who was born in 1456 at Pembroke Castle in
Wales. Pembroke Township on the Ottawa
River, was named in 1835 after George
Augustus Herbert, 11 th Earl of Pembroke
(1759-1827), who took an active part in
promoting emigration to Canada. The city
of Pembroke was named in 1846, after being
called Miramichi, Campbelltown, Moffatt,
and Sydenham.

Haliburton County was developed in
the 1860s by the London-based Canadian
Land and Emigration Company, headed by
Canadian-born writer Thomas Chandler
Haliburton. Among the townships in the
county with a Welsh connection are Cardiff,
Glamorgan, Snowdon, and Monmouth.
Bangor Township, in the north part of
Hastings County, was named in 1859 after
the Welsh city of Bangor, in Camarvonshire
(now part of Gwynedd).

The community of Carnarvon in
Haliburton County and Carnarvon
Township in Manitoulin County were both
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only too well it was the home of the
infamous Strongbow (1130-1176), the first
British invader of Ireland.

The resort communitry of Bala in
Muskoka District was named in 1872 by
Thomas W Burgess in fond memory of the
Bala area of Northwestern Wales.

named in 1867, likely after Henry Howard
Molyneux Herbert, Easrl of Carnarvon
(1831-1890), whose title came from
Carnarvonshire and the place now identified
on maps as Caernarfon, the site of the
famous Carnarvon Castle. The Earl guided
the adoption of the British North America
Act in Westminster that year.

Swansea in the west of Toronto beyond
High Park, was named in 1889 after the
Welsh seaport of Swansea. The postmaster
then was James Worthington. Incorporat-
ed as a village in 1925, Swansea was
annexed in 1967 by the city of Toronto on
the creation of the municipality of
Metropolitan Toronto.

The community of Pontypool in Victoria
County, 10 kms south of Lindsay, was
named in 1853 by John Jennings, a native
of Pontypool in Wales, which is the same
distance northeast of Cardiff Chepstow, in
Bruce County was named by postal
authorities in 1865 after local miller John
Phelan had requested an office in honour of
Irish patriot Robert Emmett, who was
hanged in 1803 for treason. Phelan was
outraged with Chepstow, because he knew

In 1897 a Canadian Pacific Railway
station called Wabigoon Tank, west of
Dryden in northwestern Ontario, was
renamed by Superintendent William
Whyte (1843-1914) after the Welsh village
of Dinorwic, which is 12 km south of

Bangor.

When the Canadian Pacific was being
built north from Tisdale to Nipawin, Sask. in
1922, Robert Wall, a native of Pontrilas,
Wales suggested that name for a station, 20
km south of Nipawin. Pontrilas is on the
border of Monmouthshire and Hertfordshire.
The CP also had a loading platform at a
place called Rhyl, 45 km west of Saskatoon,
but the name, given for a seaport on the
north coast of Wales, is no longer used.

Northwest of Edmonton is the
community of Cardiff, which was named in
1907 after the leading city in Wales.

In a time of severe Federal cutbacks, the
Genealogy and Personnel Records Section
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Knowing an ancestor's occupation can be useful in several ways when
preparing your family history. It can help define which individuals with a
given name are related to you as in earlier days some trades were restricted
to a family; for example, our President's O'Regans from Cork were all
stonemasons and the only stonemasons of that name in the area.

Even when the trade was not restricted and you know what your
ancestor did, you can select the right person from a group of different trades
or professions. In some cases it will help you know your ancestor better
because of the education or training required to engage in that line of work
or something about the relatives physique as a blacksmith is certain to be a
brawny person or a jockey one of small build and weight. Certainly it will
enhance your family history when you can quote an ancestor's occupation
and describe how that work was done in those days.Jack Moody

Trades and professions which still exist today do not need definition except to describe changes in
the methods used in earlier days; you will know what is meant by doctor, farmer, teacher, etc.
However, there are terms which are no longer in use or whose definitions are not generally known.

Some examples are:

ACKERMAN -an ox herder.
ALE DRAPER -innkeeper or publican.
ALMONER -giver of charity to the needy.
ALNAGER -sworn officer appointed to
certify the measurement and quantity of

woollen goods.
AMANUENSIS -secretary or stenographer.
ARTIFICER -soldier mechanic who does

repaIrs.
BAL-MAIDEN -woman employed in mines in
Cornwall in the dressing of tin and copper ore.
BADGER -a pedlar or dealer.
BARKER -leather tanner.
BARMASTER -arbitrator for disputes in the
lead mining industry and keeper of the
measuring dish used in mining of ore.
BEADLE -parish officer, particularly in
connection with administering the Poor Law.
BELLMAN -forerunner of the postman in
18th century England. Collected mail in a
locked bag before the mail coach arrived and
blew a horn to announce its arrival. Customers
paid for his service.
By mid 19th century he was replaced by road-
side pillar (mail) boxes (also see CHARLEY).

BLUESTOCKING -female writer.
BONIFACE -innkeeper.
BOWYER -bow maker.
BRAZIER- one who works with brass.
BRICKBURNER -a brick maker.
BRIGHT SMITH -metal worker.
BUNTER -rag and bone man.
BURGOMASTER -mayor.
BUTTY -one who took contract work in a
mine and hired labourers to do the work -also
called a CHAR TMAS TER.
CARTWRIGHT -carriage repairer.
CASHMARIE -fish pedlar who transported
fish from ports to inland points.
CHAISEMAKER -carriage maker.
CHANDLER -dealer or trader; one who
makes or sells candles; grocery retailer.
CHAPMAN -dealer in smallwares.
CHARLEY (BELLMAN or WATCHMAN) -

forerunner of the policeman. Began in the 17th
century as watchman who patrolled streets at
night calling out the hour and the weather.
Sometimes announced his arrival by ringing a
bell. Later became known as "CHARLEYs"
because of the interest taken in the efficiency of
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their services by Kings Charles I and II
CHARTMASTER -(see BUTTY)
CHEVENERS -Likely a 9 or 10 year old girl
who embroidered designs (often clocks) on
stockings knitted by her parents.
CHIFFONIER -wigmaker.
CLASSMAN -term for an unemployed
labourer used mainly in Suffolk c 1840.
CLERK -a clergyman, cleric.
CLICKER -salesman's servant or receptionist;
in print shop one who received matter in galley
form from the compositors and arranged it for
printing; one who made eyelet holes in boots
(machine made a clicking noise); one who cut
leather and allocated it to workmen.
CLIMBING BOY -chimney sweep.
COLPORTEUR -book pedlar
COAL ffiOOLER -coal dealer, usually with
horse and cart.
COLLIER -charcoal dealer, later a coal miner.
COOPER -barrel maker.
COPEMAN -dealer, later receiver of stolen

goods.
CORDWAINER -leather worker.
COSTERMONGER -fruit and vegetable
pedlar, barrow boy.
CROWNER -coroner.
CURRIER -one who sized, softened and
sometimes dyed tanned leather to make it
suitable for making goods, or who dresses a
horse's coat with a curry comb.
DEXTER -a dyer, not to be confused with the
heraldry term for right-hand side.
DOCKER -stevedore.
DOODLE DOO MAN -slang for a cock

breeder.
DOWSER -one who finds water.
DRAPER -dry goods dealer
DRA YMAN -driver of long, strong cart
without fixed sides for carrying heavy loads (a

dray)
DRESSER -surgeon's assistant in hospital.
DROVER -cattle dealer or one who drives
cattle, sheep, etc., to market.
DUFFER -pedlar
DUSTMAN -Garbage man of 17th century.
He worked for the owner of a dust cart who
had a licence to collect "dirt, rubbish or

garbage". In the morning the dustmen picked
up garbage put out by householders the night
before, announcing their arrival by ringing a
bell. The garbage was taken to "dust yards"
belonging to the cart owner where it was
sorted by women and children. Items retrieved
were later sold. The term "Flying Dustman"
was applied to unlicensed dust collectors who
raided the "dust holes" during the night before
the licensed cart arrived. The modem
equivalent is the BIN MAN.
FACTOR -agent, commission merchant; one
who acts or transacts business for another;
Scottish, steward or bailiff of an estate.
FELLMONGER -dealer in hides also one who
removes hair or wool from hides to prepare
them for leather-making.
FERONER -dealer in iron.
FLETCHER -arrow maker.
FULLER -one who shrinks and thickens
woollen cloth by moistening, heating and
pressing (fulling), also cleans and finishes cloth.
FWK. -abbreviation for a "frame work knitter"
who worked at home on a rented frame for

knitting stockings.
GLAZIER -window glassman.
GREAVE -bailiff or foreman.
HATCHELOR -combs out or cards flax.
HEMP-DRESSER -rope maker.
ffiND -farm labourer
HOOPER -makes hoops for casks.
HOOP SHAVER -one who dressed wood for
barrel hoops.
HOSTLER -groom who takes care of horses,
particularly at an inn.
HURRIER -child or woman who pulled
"corves" or small wagons in coal mines.
HUSBANDMAN -farmer, one who plows
and cultivates.
JAGGER -itinerant fish pedlar.
JOYNER/JOINER -carpenter.
KEMPSTER -wool comber, usually a woman.
LEECH -physician.
LINKBOY or LINKMAN -carried a "link" or
torch through the streets to light the way
before street lights. in the 17th to 19th
centuries. Usually ragged and poor, the LINK
BOYS had a bad reputation as thieves.
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LISTER -a dyer.
LOWKER -a female field worker in Yorkshire

primarily weeding.
MANCIPLE -steward.
MALENDER -a farmer.
MANTUA MAKER -dressmaker.
MINTMASTER -issuer of local currency.
NOBBLER -a stonecutter, specialty probably
dry stone walling
NEGGLER -heavy goods (bricks, stones, etc.)
freighter using heavy horse and cart. Freighter
of lighter goods was a CARTER.
P A TTENMAKER -shoemaker specializing in
shoes with high heels to raise the feet above the
muddy streets and clogs shod with iron rings.
PEREGRINATOR -itinerant wanderer.
PERFUMER -perfume maker or salesman or

fumigator
PERUKEMAKER -wig maker or hairdresser.
PIGMAN -crockery dealer.
PIKEMAN -miller's assistant.
PLUMBER -applier of sheet lead for roofing
and sets lead frames for plain or stained glass
windows.
PLUMBUM WORKER -plumber
PUDDLER -wrought iron maker.
PUGGER -someone who blended the clay
mixture for bricks with bare feet, often a child
PUTTER -boy from 10 to 18 years old who
pushed loaded tubs of coal through the
underground galleries of a coal mine. Galleries
were no more than 76 cm high so boys wore
leather protectors over their lower backs.
RA TTLEW A TCH -town watchman.
SAGGARMAKER, BOTTOMKNOCKER- in
the china industry the latter carried delicate
pieces up the kiln stairs to the former who
placed them in the sagger, an enormous clay
pot for holding small pieces while being fired.
SALTER -salt dealer
SAWBONES -surgeon.
SAWYER -one who saws wood.
SCRIBLER/SCRIBBLER -minor or worth-
less author.
SCRIVENER -a clerk who specialized in
making up bonds at a time when many people
could not read or write; notary public.
SCRUTINER -election judge.

SELF ACTOR MINDER -person who looks
after a self-acting mule in a spinning machine.
SHRIEVE -sheriff
