Key areas for Irish Research: journals and periodicals; how-to manuals and reference works; geography via
maps and gazetteers, Ordnance Survey and Place-Name guides; history and information by county; cemetery
listings; migration and settlement in Canada and the US.

Antrim, Armagh, Cavan, Donegal, Down, Fermanagh, Londonderry, Monaghan and Tyrone.
